If 
you stay with it even though nobody recognizes your efforts, it’s a min-
istry. 
 
It’s hard to get excited about a job.   It’s almost impossible not to be 
excited about a ministry. 
 
If our concern is success, it’s a job.  If our concern is faithfulness, it’s a 
ministry. 
 
An average church is filled with people doing jobs.  A great and grow-
ing church is filled with people involved in ministry. 
 
Where do you fit in?  What about us?  If God calls you to a ministry, 
don’t treat it like a job.  If you have a job, give it up and find a minis-
try.  God does not want us feeling stuck with a job.  He wants us excited 
and faithful to Him in a ministry.

     “The Power of the

Have you ever watched a bird 
sleeping on its perch and never 
falling off?
