Blessed are those who have 

not seen and yet have come to believe" (Jn. 20:29).  

We 

have not observed his mannerisms or looked on his 

face or heard his voice, but we love him. We can love 

him as much as a person we have known all of our life. 

Through the scriptures he can become as real to us as a 

mother or father, son or daughter, or brother or sister.

Don't run from trouble - You can't go fast enough. Trouble will find you. Face it 

head-on and with determinate faith. There is no temptation bigger than you can 

bear if you put your confidence in God (1 Cor. 10:13). And there's no problem that 

can't be solved if you keep in touch with your spirituality.
