When 

Jesus said “upon this rock I will build my church,” he 

added, “I will give unto thee the keys of the king-

dom.” That means the keys of the kingdom fit the 

door of the church. And the use of the word kingdom 

is simply the government feature of the same institu-

tion. They are not different bodies. They are not dif-

ferent organizations. They are simply descriptive 

words of the same body of people. So the word 

church expresses the “called out” idea and the word 

kingdom expresses the government idea, that the 

church is a divine monarchy--that Jesus Christ is the 

Head of the church and the King of the kingdom; that 

we are members of the church and citizens of the 

kingdom; that the New Testament is the constitution 

of the church and the decrees of the kingdom; but they 

are one and the same thing . May God help us to con-

tinue preaching and teaching the Church of our Lord.

When Paul makes his treatise in his 

letter to the Romans, Habakkuk 2:4 

is the centerpiece of his argument re-

garding justification by faith.
