The
title “Lord” means “Master,” the one in
command over us. The Philippian jailer
asked, “Sirs, what must I do to be
saved?”

“Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
thou shalt be saved, and thy
house” (Acts 16:30-31).“Neither is there
salvation in any other: for there is none
other name under heaven given among
men, whereby we must be saved” (Acts
4:12). Jesus our Savior has the right
family history, He was born at just the
right time, in the right town, and he has
the right name for his character and mis-
sion. He is worthy of our love and
praise. Let us honor His name.
