You remember this line from the commercials for tooth-

paste, don’t you? Out of seven billion people on the planet, it’s not 

hard to find 4 who will agree. How many people did they have to 

ask to get “4 out of 5”? How many of those people were they pay-

ing? FAKE POLLS 

If they say “Nothing is better/stronger/faster/safer” – what com-

parison are they forgetting? They’re telling you that nobody is 

better than them—but is it possible that everyone is the same? They 

didn’t tell you if anybody was worse, either!  FAKE COMPARI-

SON.  You can see through these tricks and FAKE WAYS OF 

SAYING THINGS,  But sometimes Christians tend to evaluate 

themselves in the same way. Have you ever heard anyone say, “I’m 

better than I used to be?” How about, “I may not serve as much as 

some people, but I serve more than others…” Lots of people like to 

say, “I may not be the world’s best person, but I’ve never killed any-

one…”  IMAGINE THAT!

“BE AN OVERCOMER” 

 Jesus taught that we can be overcomers.  

The overcomers in Ephesus, the loveless 

church, were promised to “eat from the 

tree of life, which is in the midst of the 

paradise of God.” (2:7). The overcomers 

in Smyrna, the persecuted church, were 

told that they wouldn’t be hurt by the 

second death (2:11). The overcomers in 

Pergamos, the compromising church, 

were told they would be given hidden 

manna to eat, a white stone, and a brand 

new name (2:17). The overcomers in 

Thyatira, the corrupt church, were prom-

ised power over the nations (2:26). The 

overcomers in Sardis, the dead church, 

would be given white garments and a 

name that wouldn’t be blotted out of the 

Father’s book of life (3:5). The overcom-

ers in Philadelphia, the faithful church, 

would receive a pillar in the temple of 

God and be given the New Name (3:12). 

And finally, the overcomers in Laodicea, 

the lukewarm church, were promised that 

they would sit with Jesus on the throne 

(3:21). Notice two things: first, the 

beauty of the promises to those who are 

faithful even in the face of death. Second, 

notice that Jesus fully expected that in 

every church and in any situation—even 

in the dead and loveless churches, we 

could overcome. I find great comfort in 

these words and hope that you will too. 

Let’s be overcomers together!  With 

God’s help (Phil 4:13) great things hap-

pen.
