“DECLARING GOD’S MESSAGE OF TRUTH” 

Multitudes in the denominational world are willing to preach a mes-

sage of health, wealth and popularity. Paul predicted this would be 

the case, speaking lies in hypocrisy, having their own conscience 

seared with a hot iron, (1 Timothy 4:2) For the time will come when 

they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own de-

sires, because they have itching ears, they will heap to themselves 

teachers; and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be 

turned aside to fables. (2 Timothy 4:3-4) Faithful preachers must not 

shrink back because they are in a minority.  Those who speak the 

truth are few in number, but numbers don’t matter to God. Faithful-

ness does. There are many temptations unique to preachers. One is 

the temptation to preach an easy message, or refrain from preaching 

a hard message, in order to secure his livelihood. When a preacher 

is supported by the free-will offerings of those to whom he preaches 

there always resides danger of preaching to please. To preach a hard 

message that convicts God’s people of sin and wrongdoing may cost 

him his job. He must declare God’s Truth unashamedly and without 

reservation nonetheless. Those who preach the truth will often  be 

hated by some, perhaps many (1 Kings 22:7-8). Our Lord said as 

much Himself. “Woe to you when all men speak well of you, for so 

did their fathers to the false prophets.” (Luke 6:26) Paul repeated 

this truth. “Yes, and all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will 

suffer persecution.” (2 Timothy 3:12) We must always keep in mind 

that ease and comfort in the here and now is not our goal. An eternal 

home in heaven with God is that for which we strive. “I have fought 

the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. Fi-

nally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the 

Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on that Day, and not to 

me only but also to all who have loved His appearing.” (2 Timothy 

4:7-8)  That is why I preach the truth and encourage others to do the 

same.  DAN

Being able to look ahead, and to understand 

the value of Bible Study, properly chosen 

friends, selecting a Christian mate, and so 

forth, is true wisdom. Paul tells us that 

"whatsoever a man sows, that shall he also 

reap" (Galatians 6:7). Moses’ comment in 

Deuteronomy 32:29 is priceless: "Oh, that 

they were wise, that they would understand 

this, that they would consider the latter end." 

Our youth need to be drilled to look ahead, 

think ahead, plan ahead – "If I do this, what 

will be the result?" We will otherwise one day 

look back and ask ourselves, "What reward 

did I get from those things of which I am now 

ashamed?" (Romans 6:21). The attitude of 

"Well, I’ll do what I want to, when I want to 

do it and nobody is going to stop me" will 

lead straight to the pig-pen (Luke 15:16). In 

Ecclesiastes 11:9, Solomon says, in essence: 

"Go ahead, youth, enjoy yourselves. Live it 

up. Follow your heart and whatever your eyes 

see that you want, go after it." But then comes 

the punch line: "But know thou, that for all 

these things God will bring thee into judg-

ment." Learning to consider the results is 

something we all need to do. But, prayerfully, 

many of our youth will learn it while yet 

young. Thanks to Doug and Alison who teach 

such lessons.

Using Lesley Gore’s hit of 

1963 as a background, a young woman’s cook-

ing attempt is dumped into a trash can by a 

chef.  Her work is later vindicated as we see her 

selling it from a food truck which we assume 

she now owns. We can probably all relate to the 

attitude of wanting the freedom to create our 

own plans and ideas with grit and forti-

tude.  However, we also need to balance this by 

understanding and accepting the reality that a 

parent, principal, employer and government 

usually provide the resources that allow it. A 

part of the song says, “Don’t tell me what to do 

(or say), don’t try to change me in any way.  (I 

want) to live my life the way I want..”  Once 

again, this seems to be a normal desire for any 

teenager and many adults.  However, we have 

all seen the results if this feeling develops into 

unchecked anarchy. The Christian walk seems 

to be an oxymoron in that it involves both slav-

ery and freedom.  We have, “…been set free 

from sin and have become slaves to 

God…”(Rom 6:22) (Gal 2:4) As free slaves we 

also have the choice to remain faithful or run 

away.  Onesimus, the slave, fled from his mas-

ter Philemon from Colossae to Rome until he 

discovered real freedom in Christ from the 

Apostle Paul. (Phi 10, 11) The book of He-

brews talks of those who, after “once being 

enlightened and tasting of the heavenly gift and 

sharing in the Holy Spirit…” still having the 

option to “fall away.”
