“Interpretation”

In any event, no one has the
right to speak of their interpretation of the
Bible until they have made a careful study of
the text, in its context, coordinated all like
passages, and reached a conclusion as free
of bias and prejudice as is humanly possible.
The Bible does not contain the Word of God.
The Bible is the Word of God. It needs no
interpretation.
