                                “REKINDLE THE FIRE” 
 
Do you ever feel that a lot of your zeal for God and Church 
has eroded? As Christians, it is possible for our spiritual pas-
sion and enthusiasm to wane. Do you ever feel yourself grow-
ing cold toward the Lord? The scriptures  reveal that even 
Timothy experienced a decrease in his excitement for God. 
That’s why Paul wrote to him, encouraging the young evan-
gelist at Ephesus to fan the flame of his faith. Spiritual 
“cooling” can happen to any Christian. Oftentimes it starts 
when tragedy or disappointment divert our attention. Instead 
of crying out to the Lord and finding shelter in Him, we gradu-
ally cease reading the Bible. The Word of God is like wood in 
a fireplace: The flames can be kept alive only when there are 
logs to burn. As less time is spent in Scripture, other aspects 
of our relationship with God are affected. Church attendance 
diminishes, giving becomes sporadic, and prayer --which 
seems increasingly stale --is used only for emergencies. At 
this point, we may find ourselves unwilling to stand up for 
what we once thought was important. The temptation to com-
promise can lead to guilt and defensiveness about how we’re 
living. Finally, the joy, contentment, and peace of God are re-
placed by worry, doubt, and fear. A believer who allows him-
self or herself to drift will miss out on the comfort and fulfill-
ment of a close, vibrant relationship with the Lord. Think back, 
Is your excitement about the things of God stronger now than 
ever before? Or has it diminished over time? If your fire needs 
stoking, ask the Holy Spirit to help  you. We have a tremen-
dous opportunity with the year 2020.  I hope we will only in-
crease in zeal and knowledge of the Word of God and this 
year will mark the best yet in the lives of those of us here at 
Crockett Rd.

         “DO YOU FLOURISH?” 

"The righteous shall flourish like a palm tree; he 

shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon" (Psalm 

92:12). To many people, the palm tree, because it is 

always green and luxuriant, represents that which 

grows lush and full. However, the cedar tree is 

something with which I have always been familiar 

because it grows abundantly in the area of East 

Texas. Palm wood is not good for much of anything, 

but cedar wood is prized because it is strong, dura-

ble, and fragrant. Also, cedars can grow where other 

trees will not, so it represents tenacity and endur-

ance. Thus, the "cedars of Lebanon" are used to 

symbolize strength and stability (Psalm 80:10, 

104:16). Yet, it also exhibits a certain luxuriousness, 

because, as the old song says, it stays green "Not 

only when the summer's here, But in the coldest time 

of year." The Psalmist is saying that the righteous 

flourishes luxuriously like the palm tree and at the 

same time grows strong like the cedar tree. In fact, 

he goes on to tell us, "Those who are planted in 

the house of the LORD shall flourish in the courts 

of our God. They shall still bear fruit in old age; 

they shall be fresh and flourishing, to declare that 

the LORD is upright; He is my rock, and there is 

no unrighteousness in Him" (Psalm 92:13-15). 

When trees grow old, they no longer produce good 

fruit (have you ever tried to eat the apples from an 

old and gnarled apple tree?). Yet, the Psalmist says 

that those who are planted in the house of the Lord 

will still bear fruit in old age because God is the one 

in control.  How strong are you?

One of the biggest sins prevalent in the 

church at Corinth was immorality.  Immoral-

ity was a common problem in the first cen-

tury, especially among Gentiles. "For the 

time past of our life may suffice us to have 

wrought the will of the Gentiles, when we 

walked in lasciviousness, lusts, excess of 

wine, revellings, banquetings, and abomina-

ble idolatries" (I Peter 4:3). This had been a 

pattern of life among some of the Corinthians 

before their conversion. "Know ye not that 

the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom 

of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, 

nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, 

nor abusers of themselves with mankind, nor 

thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor re-

vilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the king-

dom of God. And such were some of you: but 

ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye 

are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, 

and by the Spirit of our God" (I Corinthians 

6:9-11). Our bodies belong to God who made 

us, "What? Know ye not that your body is the 

temple of the Holy Spirit which is in you, 

which ye have of God, and ye are not your 

own? For ye are bought with a price: there-

fore glorify God in your body, and in your 

spirit, which are God's" (I Corinthians 

6:19,20). Paul said that sin is not to rule over 

us. "Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal 

body, that ye should obey it in the lust 

thereof. Neither yield ye your members as 

instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but 

yield yourselves unto God, as those that are 

alive from the dead, and your members as 

instruments of righteousness unto 

God" (Romans 6:12,13).Don’t let us be 

named among us.
