Reach out your 

hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt but be-

lieve" (Jn. 20:27). The answer of Thomas showed 

faith: "My Lord and my God!" (John. 20:28).  But it is 

the response of Jesus on which we want to focus at the 

moment. Jesus said to Thomas: "Have you believed 

because you have seen me? Blessed are those who 

have not seen and yet have come to believe" (Jn. 

20:29).  We have not seen Jesus, yet we believe in 

him. We have not observed his mannerisms or looked 

on his face or heard his voice, but we love him. We 

can love him as much as a person we have known all 

of our life. Through the scriptures he can become as 

real to us as a mother or father, son or daughter, or 

brother or sister.
