CHECKING OUR ATTITUDE

In his letter to the saints at Philippi, Paul re-
minded them of the importance of possessing
the proper attitude regarding spiritual mat-
ters. "Let nothing be done through strife or
vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each
esteem other better than themselves. Look
not every man on his own things, but every
man also on the things of others. Let this
mind be in you, which was also in Christ Je-
sus:" (Philippians 2:3-5). I have made the
statement that the word "attitude" was not
found in the Bible. I was referring to the
King James Version of the Bible, and I be-
lieve that it is not to be found in this ver-
sion. However, we are to be careful when
making such a statement when so many dif-
ferent versions and translations now ex-
ist. Rather than the word "mind", the New
American Standard Version uses the word
"attitude" in Philippians 2:5. Regardless of
whether mind or attitude, the meaning is that
we are to have the disposition or mental posi-
tion which Jesus possessed if we hope to be
like Him.

"Examine yourselves,
whether ye be in the faith; prove your own
selves.

“NO PAIN NO GAIN”

There is an expression among those who
exercise regularly, “No Pain, No Gain.” The
expression basically means that if you are
not willing to work hard and suffer a little
for your efforts, then you are not going to
accomplish very much. Just doing the easy
and simple exercises that don’t challenge
one’s body won’t lead to lasting results. The
same principle is true in life, as well. In or-
der for one to be productive in business, for
example, one must be willing to make sacri-
fices of time and money; one must make an
effort in order to do well. In our personal
relationships also, we understand this to be
true. The more we put into a relationship the
better it is going to be. The parent who
makes an effort to spend time with his chil-
dren is going to have a better relationship
with his child than the parent that doesn’t.
The husband who spends more time with his
wife will have a better relationship than one
that is always gone. Should it cause us to
wonder, when we come to the spiritual
world, that if we don’t make an effort at
serving the Lord that we’re not going to get
anything out of our relationship with God?
The same principle is true here as well. “No
pain, no gain.” Sometimes I think that peo-
ple expect church to be some kind of spiri-
tual playground where we can just relax and
have fun in the glow of God’s goodness.
While coming to church can be rewarding,
it doesn’t quite work like a playground. Our
worship and service requires of us some ef-
fort, both mentally and physically. The
more effort we put into our worship and ser-
vice, the greater our relationship with God
will become.
