The closest to 
a perfect situation you will ever get is solving a problem. You might 
try dwelling upon a “perfect” past, but that accomplishes nothing. 
There ain’t no such animal! Paul had it right: Philippians 3:13 
“Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one 
thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reach-
ing forth unto those things which are before, I press toward the mark 
for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus”.

  “Diluted Truth” 

Growing up I used to watch all the Bowl 
Games on New Year's Day.  There were 
about eight of them and they were confined 
to that 1 day.  To get to a Bowl Game a team 
had to be really, really, really good.  Now we 
are inundated with bowl games.  There are 
so many that a I cannot keep up with 
them.  One Bowl Game had two teams 
whose coaches were fired for having such a 
poor season.

Why the change over the last 50 
years?  Money and the desire of the colleges, 
the NCAA, and the organizers of these Bowls 
to make money.
