HAVE A POSITIVE ATTITUDE  
 We live in a society that is obsessed with negative news. Whether you watch the 
news on TV or read it in the newspaper, most of it is gloom and doom. How often 

do they cover good news? Not often enough. As much as we focus on negative 
things, it shouldn’t surprise that many in our nation are depressed. 

 While it is hard to have a positive attitude while being surrounded by negativity, as 
Christians, we should have a positive attitude about life because we are the children 
of God. When we remind ourselves of how awesome our Creator is and what He 
has done for us, it will help us to have a positive attitude about life. When we look 
at the beauty of a sunrise or a sunset or enjoy the wonderful smell of a flower, we 
can know that God created everything on the earth for us (Ps. 19:1). 

 Knowing that God created us with a free will should cause us to have a positive 
attitude as well. He could have made us like mindless robots, but He wants us to 
choose to serve Him. If we choose to love Him, we will serve Him and keep His 
commandments (1 Jn. 5:3). When we fear God and obey His commands, it will 
cause us to have a positive attitude because we can know that He will bless us, and 
we will receive the promise of heaven (Rev. 2:10). 

 It should cause us to have a positive attitude knowing that the Word of God thor-
oughly equips us with the knowledge we need to live faithfully to God (2 Tim. 3:16
-17; 2 Pet. 1:3), which means we do not have to guess or wonder if our final home 
will be in heaven (1 Jn. 5:13). 

 We should have a positive attitude knowing that we are never alone because God 
is always there for us. No external forces can separate us from the love of God or 
the salvation He has offered us through His Son (Rom. 8: 35-39; Heb. 13:5-6). 

 We should have positive attitude knowing that other Christians have been through 
the same trials we have and were able to resist the devil steadfast in the faith (1 Pet. 
5:6-11). It will help us to spend more time with our brethren, since they are striving 
to be a positive light in our dark world.   

  

WAKE UP! CHRISTIAN PARENTS 

We have a major spiritual crisis in our nation. The 
latest polls show that 7 out of every 10 children raised 
in the church are leaving the church by their second 
year of college. The two main reasons for this is 
worldly influences and lazy parents. Many parents 
have forgotten that it is their Christian duty to raise 
their children up in the way of the Lord (Deut.

Prov. 22:6; Eph. 6:4). If you are not teaching your 
children about God by your example or teaching them 
the importance of God’s Word, then you may lose 
your children to the world.

We can defy 
the current polls by taking action and making time to 
teach our children about God in our homes. We should 
not expect our children to get all their education about 
God at church because it is not enough. Your children 
are being influenced by world in many ways. For ex-
ample, when you send your children to public school, 
not only are they taught the fundamentals of educa-
tion, they are taught that evolution is a fact instead of 
theory. They are being taught to think that we should 
not oppose worldly views. Instead, we should accept 
them and just call them alternative lifestyles. They are 
also being taught there is no absolute truth and many 
other things that are contrary to God’s Word. Many of 
these teachings are coming from their textbooks. The 
world understands that if they can train our children 
with information like this, that they can change our 
nation. Adolf Hitler understood this, which is why 
he said: “Let me control the textbooks 
and I will control the state...”  During a 
speech he delivered on November 6, 1939 Hitler said:

  The Righteousness of God 

An alchemist once went to Leo X and declared that he 
had discovered how to change ordinary metals into 
gold. He expected to receive a huge sum of money, 
preferably in gold, for his discovery. Leo was very 
clever in responding to this announcement, though. He 
merely gave the alchemist a large purse in which he 
told him to keep the gold he would make from other 
metals. 

God's way of working with mankind is very similar to 
what Leo did with this alchemist. In several places in 
Paul's writings he uses the phrase "the righteousness 
of God." The phrase often means "righteousness" 
which has its origin in God. This is in contrast to 
man's righteousness which we seek to develop within 
ourselves. Paul explains: "For, being ignorant of the 
righteousness that comes from God, and seeking to 
establish their own, they have not submitted to God's 
righteousness" (Rom. 10:3). If we appear before God 
and announce that we can change ordinary human 
thoughts and deeds into righteousness, God's response 
will be similar to that of Leo to the alchemist. Instead 
of rewarding us for our supposed discovery, he will 
give us the opportunity to stockpile our human right-
eousness. Our personal storehouse of righteousness 
will be as empty of merit as the alchemist's purse was 
of gold. 

Instead of achieving righteousness on our own--
something impossible for us to do due to the univer-
sality of sin--we should lay hold of God's righteous-
ness through faith. Paul said he wanted to "be found in 
Christ, not having a righteousness of my own that 
comes from the law, but that which is through faith in 
Christ--the righteousness that comes from God and is 
by faith" (Phil. 3:9). As the great hymn "Rock of 
Ages" by A. M. Toplady puts it: 

Not the labor of my hands 
Can fulfill the law's demands; 
Could my zeal no respite know, 
Could my tears forever flow, 
All for sin could not atone, 
Thou must save and Thou alone. 
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
