On that 
throne sits the omnipotent, Almighty King of the uni-
verse.  Charles Hodge, in his book Prayer: The voice of Faith, 
has written, “I do not believe in prayer, I believe in God’ 
therefore , I pray....  Prayer is power because God is 
God.  Prayer works because God works!  Prayer moves the 
hands that move the world”  S. D. Gordon provokes us with 
the following words:  “The greatest thing anybody can do for 
God and man is pray.  It is not the only thing, but is the chief 
thing.  The greatest people of the earth are the people who 
pray.  I do not mean those who talk about prayer; nor those 
who say they believe in prayer; nor yet those who can explain 
about prayer; but I mean those people who take the time to 
pray.”  What can we do to help change a world filled with sin, 
violence, and millions of lost people?  Each of us can do some-
thing really big - we can  pray!  Let us remember that when 
we work without prayer, we et what we can do.  When we 
work through prayer, we get what God can do!  Prayer really 
is a really big thing!

A church 
where every member was determined to extend 
a helping hand to people whom most of them 
would never personally meet or know living 
some 300 miles away!  We thank God that we  
here at Crockett Rd. can all participate in help-
ing others and more importantly help them  
learn the Gospel of Christ by  reaching out to 
others we will never know this side of eternity.
