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        “MY JESUS I LOVE THEE”             

   We can learn so much about Jesus in chap-

ter 14 of Matthew.  We see  His love and 

compassion for the thousands thronging 

around Him even at the worst of times be-

cause of His cousin’s unnecessary and unjust 

death.  His reaction to this evil is prayer and 

concern for others.  We see His power dem-

onstrated many times in many ways over 

sickness and nature.  He is somehow able to 

make the leftovers larger than the original 

meal served to feed the masses gathered 

around him.  Possibly the best part of the 

whole chapter is that short phrase after Peter 

has cried out to be saved.  Peter’s faith has 

been shaken, but he still knows where to turn 

in his distress.  Jesus is ready.  “Immediately 

Jesus stretched out His hand and caught 

him” (v 31).  Think about that.  Let its impor-

tance sink in.  It applies just as much for us 

today as it did that morning on the turbulent 

sea.  When we look to Him for salvation, 

there is no delay in His response.  It is imme-

diate to those who obey and follow His 

word. His open hand is ready for us to cling 

to, pulling us from danger and death, quieting 

the cares of this life, and allowing the safe 

transport to the shores on the other side

 BEARING THE CROSS OF JESUS 

Have you taken up the cross of Jesus? We must take up our own 

cross  and follow Him. Cross-bearing is hard work.  It means we 

have to bear whatever burdens might be involved in following His 

lead.  He never said it would be easy.  In fact,  it requires total dedi-

cation to Him as our leader, total submission to His guidance no 

matter what that takes. That means we entertain no doubt about who 

His is and where His taking us. And it means we have total confi-

dence in His ability to get us where we want to.  He leads.  We fol-

low.  Here are some things we will need if we are to follow Him. 

We must submit to what He says because we know who He is. He 

has been along the path. He has been there. We don’t know the way, 

but He does.  He only is “the way, the truth and the life,” and no 

man can go where he needs to go but by Him (John 14:6).  He leads. 

We follow.  And part-time submission is no submission at all. You 

have to turn your life over to the Leader, give Him total control of 

your path of pursuit. Total often means crossing some terrain that is 

uncomfortable–sometimes even hurtful. It may mean blisters on 

your hands, dirty feet.  But if–by faith in Him–you know where 

He’s going, it’s worth it.  After all, He’s been there and He knows 

how to get back there.  He leads.  We follow.  Finally, to follow 

Him means to keep a firm focus on the goal.  Heaven is our place of 

citizenship (Philippians 3:20-21).  It’s where we’re going.  John 

14:2, “In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I 

would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and 

prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto 

myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.” He will lead us 

home. He leads. We follow. All the way to heaven. After all isn’t 

that the way it should be?

       “THE BOOK OF ALL BOOKS” 

The Bible is unique in all the literature of 
the world. There are several things that set 

it apart from any human literary production.   

It is inspired. 2 Timothy 3:16 says that the 

Scriptures are “God-breathed.” God 

breathed them out through His Holy Spirit. 

He has also breathed Himself into them, so 

that the Bible is a living thing (Hebrews 
4:12) imbued with God’s own thoughts. In 

some ways it is like other books. It commu-

nicates like other books. It conveys its mes-

sage in human language through the normal 

process of reading and understanding. In 

other ways, it is unique and wonderful, 

quite unlike any other book.   We ought to 
approach the Bible in a different way be-

cause of its Author. If you read a paper 

from an inferior student of the fourth grade, 

you don’t EXPECT to learn much from it. 

The Bible is filled with wise counsel. It is 

“profitable for doctrine (that is, teaching), 

for reproof, for correction and instruction in 

righteousness. Those who are charged 

with building spiritual edifices (1 Corin-

thians 3:10ff), as Timothy was, can find a 

full range of materials and plans for the 

job. The building of God’s house is done 

by “teaching.” Every brick has to be laid in 

place; every part of the building must be 

built according to the plan. Nor is any page 
of the plan missing. Sometimes it is neces-

sary to “reprove” people, that is, to convict 

or convince them of their wrong. The Bible 

supplies everything needed for that also. 

We should spend more time reading it’s 

pages.
