                     “WITHOUT WAX” 

 A number of our English words have been derived 
from Latin words. Several years ago, a very devoted 
Christian and excellent Latin teacher, Mary Jane Bick-
ley, related to me the etymology of the word “sincere”. 
She mentioned that it is from the Latin word 
“sincerus” and has the literal meaning “without wax”. 
In the days of the Roman Empire, sculptors were very 
much in demand. As in most professions, there were 
some sculptors who were not as honest and trustwor-
thy as they should have been. When a flaw appeared in 
their work, rather than make a proper correction or to 
start anew with the production, wax was often placed 
in the flaw to cover the error or mistake. This usually 
did not appear until later when the elements melted the 
wax and the glaring imperfection was revealed. In an 
effort to prevent such deceit, contracts for sculptures 
would include the word “sincerus” which meant it 
would be unlawful for wax to be used in the produc-
tion of the stature or figure. The word sincere is de-
fined: “Free from pretense or deceit; genuine, real, 
honest”. The sincere person is genuine and without 
wax as conveyed in the original meaning of the word. 
I have always treasured this story when thinking of the 
word sincere. A sincere person is to be admired. Eve-
ryone should strive to be sincere and free of hypocrisy. 
Hypocrisy might be said to be the antithesis of sincer-
ity. Sincere, sincerity and sincerely are found nine 
times in the King James Version of the New Testa-
ment scriptures. Paul’s prayer for the Philippians was: 
“And this I pray, that your love may abound yet more 
and more in knowledge and in all judgment; That ye 
may approve things that are excellent; that ye may be 
sincere and without offence till the day of 
Christ;” (Philippians 1:9-10). To be “sincere and 
without offence till the day of Christ” is the great chal-
lenge that confronts every child of God. 

   “DISAPPOINTMENT CAN BE      
         OVERCOME” 
Disappointment in others can cause us to 
become disheartened, and ultimately lead us 
to becoming less interested in faithful ser-
vice. The attitude of “why should I try so 
hard when no one else is really involved and 
trying” begins to take over our thoughts, and 
discouragement leads to a lackadaisical atti-
tude on our part toward doing the Lord’s 
work! Rather than letting them drag us 
down, we must open our eyes and take a 
firm stand regarding those who will not re-
spect or obey the Lord’s will, and we can 
never let their sins cause us to lose our faith 
and effectiveness. “But ye, brethren, be not 
weary in well-doing. And if any man obeyeth 
not our word by this epistle, note that man, 
that ye have no company with him, to the 
end that he may be ashamed. And yet count 
him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a 
brother.” (2 Thessalonians 3: 13-15).
