“SUBMISSION” 
For many people submission is a 
negative word that conjures up visions 
of victimization at worst and weakness 
at best. However, submission is con-
sistently presented positively in Scrip-
ture. The English word ‘submit’ means: 
"to yield to governance or authority; to 
commit to the discretion or judgment of 
another; to defer to the opinion or au-
thority of another.'' The dictionary lists 
"yield" as a synonym. The Greek word 
translated "submit" literally means to 
"yield under." Where do conflicts come 
from? They come from our selfish de-
sires and pride (Jas. 4:1-10). When we 
approach our relationships in this life 
(with God or anyone else) on a "me 
first'' basis, then we are unsubmissive. 
This causes friction. We are called 
upon to humble ourselves before al-
mighty God and let Him do the exalt-
ing. Of course, He has the ability to 
force us to conform, but it is His desire 
that we willingly choose to submit our-
selves to Him (1 Tim.

What do you do when you see a fellow Chris-

tian commit a sin or make a mistake? It may 

be a simple error of judgment, or it could be a 

more serious blunder – a sin that can poten-

tially send his soul into eternal hell. What will 

you do? Actually there are several options 

open to you. You could ignore the situation 

totally. Or you might, in your own mind, ridi-

cule his foolishness. If you're a little bolder, 

you could gossip with others about his error -- 

belittling him as you do so. You see, there are 

a number of things you could do. But, of 

course, there is only one thing you should do -

- there is only one God-ordained course of ac-

tion. "He which converteth the sinner from the 

error of his way shall save a soul from death, 

and shall hide a multitude of sins" (James 

5:20). "Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a 

fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an 

one in the spirit of meekness, considering thy-

self, lest thou also be tempted" (Galatians 

6:1).
