The Bible warns us to avoid
that attitude, "Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he

fall." (1 Corinthians 10:12). Just like sports teams, when we get over-confident,
we become vulnerable.

Paul knew of this danger, "If by any means I might attain unto the resurrection
of the dead. Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but
I follow after, if that I may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of
Christ Jesus. Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing
I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those
things which are before, I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling
of God in Christ Jesus." (Phil 3:11-14).

There is a continuing need for us to realize that we
have not "arrived"

Christianity is a lifestyle in which we must continue to grow until we depart from
this life. There is a never ending need for us to discipline ourselves, "But I keep
under my body, and bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I have
preached to others, I myself should be a castaway" (1 Corinthians 9:27).

Let us never get too comfortable with ourselves. When we stop growing as
Christians, we start dying. I am not saying that we can't be sure of our salvation
but rather that we must watch.
